All international and damestic carriers arc asked to ensure thae the new 573 NPA has been activated
throughout their networks prior 10 January 7, 1996. A test number for the new 373 NPA will be
cstablished on or about Deccmber 15, 1995, The test number will be 573-792-8378. Local
exchange camiers, altemative access providers, PBX equipment vendors and others are also being
asked to make this number available 10 tusiness custormers by whe stant of permissive dialing.
